Teacher Associations seminar:
Next Steps

Teacher associations worldwide are at different

stages of development, and deal with very

different contexts and challenges. Nevertheless,
there is a common need to address key issues.
With this purpose the British Council held a
seminar of Teachers’ Associations in June 2005.
With the financial support of the British Council
in Azerbaijan, AzETA was represented at that
seminar by one of its active members.

As a continuation of the first seminar, the British

Council held the Next Step seminar on 1015
December in Cambridge, where AzZETA President
Ragsana Mammadova and Vice-President Huran
Huseynova represented AzETA.

This seminar aimed to help English language
teacher associations take the next steps forwards
in their development at the national and reglonal
levels. ~

The seminar created an opportunity to share
current best practice and was a collaborative,
knowledge-sharing and knowledge- development
event. The seminar focused on: :

leadership; leadership training, succession
planning, membership involvement and

strategic planning

marketing; building membership and

ensuring relevance to members, mternal
communications and PR

enhancing services to members; SIGs

NEWS FROM SIGs
Teacher Training:

An AzETA goal for this school year has been to
help prepare a core of AzZETA members to
provide professional development training to
other members of the organization in the future.
Toward that end, | was asked to select a group of
Baku English teachers for a year-long sequence
of workshops to further equip them to train
others. Since for practical reasons this trammg
had to be limited to about a dozen teachers, it
was decided to offer components of the same
training to other AZETA members in open
sessions scheduled twice a month on Saturday
afternoons.  Those in the training program,
however, have committed themselves to passing
their expertise on to others after the conclusion of
the program, and to some extent, even before the
program winds up in June. ,

The first session was a two-hour session on
October 28. At the time of this writing in Iate
December, we have had 16 hours of workshops
which represents almost one-third of the planned
50-hour program. As during the teacher break in
mid-November, we will have two days of 4-hour
workshops during the break in early January.
The venues so far have been both a room at the
Slavic University and the American Studies
Center at the nearby University of Languages..

Our early sessions focused on ways of observing
and assessing our own personal tendencies in
teaching with emphasis on the need to make
students more active in our classrooms. That is,
as teachers we want to avoid the tendency to
dominate the class which inevitably leads to
student passivity. We have also worked on
lesson planning and selecting and ordering
activities in line with the stated aim of each
lesson we teach. We have considered ways of
making more communicative activities from
textbooks that might not emphasize student
interaction. We are soon to have each particir)ant
report her thoughts and findings on a different
standard teaching technique to see that all have a
clear understanding of basic techniques and the|r
appropriate use as well as the pros and cons of
each. Sessions will cover many other techniques
for teaching each of the four basic
communicative skills in addition to covering the
topics of grammar and pronunciation. :
