The subskills for writing 
The process of writing is a complex activity and 
requires juggling a great many components. In his 
book, Keeping A Head In School, Dr. Mel Levine 
includes a picture of a student juggling a large 
number of balls (2.) Each ball represents one of the 
many subskills necessary for writing. Writing does 
indeed require a juggling and coordination of many 
skills at the same time. The more automatic each 
subskill is, the easier it will be for the students to 
incorporate it with other subskill 
process approach 
Writing should be approached as a process. After 
selecting the topic, the students need to consider 
five basic activities. These basic subtasks are: 

·  Preplanning and organizing  

·  Writing the draft  

·  Proofing (looking for errors) and rewriting  

·  Editing (elaborate and enhancing the 
content) and rewriting  

·  Writing the final  

 
each level, students need substantial explicit 
instruction and modeling, followed by a great deal 
of practice before the step will become automatic. 
For some students it is helpful to divide the 
preplanning and organizing step into two different 
activities. 
If students enjoy using mnemonics such as a 
keyword to remember the steps (for example, an 
acronym), an easy way to remember the basic 
subtasks for writing is to remember the word 
power. Each letter in the word serves as a reminder 
for a different step: 
 
�  P - Plan the paper 
�  O - Organize the ideas and elaborations 
�  W - Write the draft  
�  E - Edit the draft: look for errors 
�  R - Revise the paper & enhance
