Every year EAMP organize summer workshop
and invite students and teachers from the
Programme countries to the US. This year the
workshop was held on 25 July — 13 August and
hosted by Intrax International Institute. This year
Workshop group was one of the most diverse
ever: 25 students and 4 chaperons were invited
from 11 countries, such as Azerbaijan Brazil,
Chile, Myanmar (Burma), Russia, Palestine (West
Bank), Morocco, India, Lebanon, Kosovo, South
Africa plus the U.S.A.

100 DAYS: UN
ACTION ON
CLIMATE
CHANGE

On 28 August the
United Nations
has

called for millions of online signatures for a
climate petition and has launched the first-ever
Global Climate Week as part of its Seal the Dea
Campaign, 100 days ahead of a crucial UN clim
change summit in Copenhagen (COP 15) in
December. United Nations Secretary-General B
Ki-moon is leading

the call for communities around the world to take

advantage of Global Climate Week from
September 21-25 to encourage leaders to seal &

fair, balanced and effective agreement on climate

change.

"Time is running out. Scientists warn that climate
impacts are accelerating. Now more than ever, we

need political leadership at the highest level to

ensure we protect people and the planet, and to
catalyze the green growth that can power tHe 21
century economy,” the UN Secretary-General

stressed. "With just 15 negotiating days remaining

before the start of COP15, now is the time for
people in every corner of the world to urge their
governments to seal a fair, effective and ambitio
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deal in Copenhagen,” he added. Global Climate

Week will coincide with the Secretary-General’s
Summit on Climate Change at UN Headquarters

in New York on September 22, one day ahead
the annual General Assembly meeting. Among

the events planned for more than 120 countries

are youth assemblies, tree planting drives, a

climate neutral day and a ‘Go Green Day’. New
York and other cities around the world have set

up a full programme for the week.

Communities, businesses and individuals are
encouraged to add their voices to 8eal the

Deal! campaign during Global Climate Week by

signing the Climate Petition at
www.sealthedeal2009.0ttg coalesce millions of
signatures. The Climate Petition is a
consolidation of appeals supported by the UN
Seal the Deallcampaign, the Global Coalition o
Climate Action and other major campaigns. Th
petition will be presented by civil society to the
governments of the world in Copenhagen.

“Efforts made today to combat climate change
are one of the smartest possible investments w
can make in our future. We need to show our
support for green stimulus packages and a fair
deal in Copenhagen which will determine the
path of the global economy and the well-being
hundreds of millions of people throughout the
21st century,” said Mr. Ban.

United Nations General Assembly opens on 15
September 2009 The General Assembly of the
United Nations opens its sixty-fourth session o
15 September at United Nations Headquarters
New York. The annual general debate, which
traditionally features statements by Heads of
State and Government as well as Ministers, wi
begin on Wednesday, 23 September 2009, an
conclude on 30 September 2009. Several majc
events will be featured during the sixty-fourth
session, which runs until mid-September 2010
On 22 September 2009 there will be a World
Summit on climate change, convened by the
Secretary-General. This will be followed by a
high-level event on 24 September to
commemorate the work of the United Nations
Relief and Works Agency for Palestinian
Refugees in the Near East (UNRWA), on the
occasion of the sixtieth anniversary of its
establishment. The United Nations Climate

Change Conference will be convened from 7 to

18 December 2009 in Copenhagen, Denmark,
and a Review Conference of the Parties to the
Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear

Weapons will be held in May 2010 in New York.
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Among other key issues, the Assembly will als
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address the following:

Millennium Development Goals (MDGS),
including the preparation for the 2010 high-level

plenary meeting of the General Assembly, to take

place at the beginning of the sixty-fifth session;
- World financial and economic crisis and

its impact on development;
Climate change;
Disarmament;
United Nations reform, including Security
Council reform and the revitalization of
the General Assembly;
Review of the Peacebuilding Commissio
and the Human Rights Council;
